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Rathliin Isiand

Rathlin Island is an iconic landmark off the northern coastline of County Antrim
and forms part of the panorama of the Causeway Coastal Route. It lies just six
miles off the coast from Ballycastle. The high sea cliffs lend an aura of mystery
and induce the urge to explore what lies beyond, but arguably, its greatest asset
is the breeding seabird colony. The island also boasts significant natural heritage
sites and is internationally important for its flora and, in some cases, its unique
marine life. Visitors' cars are restricted, and the roads are quiet and ideal for
walking and cycling. On the island you can follow the Sustrans National Cycle
Network Route 93 to the West Lighthouse, East Lighthouse and Rue Lighthouse
or follow any of eight walking trails. To reach the island, take the ferry from
Ballycastle Harbour to Church Bay, Rathlin. There are two ferries and the journey
will take no longer than 40 minutes. You can choose to do a round trip in a day
or stay a while and enjoy unique accommodation and hospitality. The island’s
strong cultural heritage, with storytelling songs and music is legendary.
